agreements for those workers. Agreements that some people 
said were impossible to deliver. What those people failed to 
understand is the members must always come first.

The role of the union is to fight hard, every single day, for 
workers’ rights, safety and fair pay and conditions.

Every worker matters, every member matters, and every single 
attempts to cut or reduce workers’ rights, must be resisted. 
Because we know all too well that if you give any boss an inch, 
they’ll take a mile.

I often wonder what this country would be like if it wasn’t for 
the Union. In fact, I sometimes ask that question to trolls that 
want to vent on social media but have no substance and no 
meaningful way forward in uniting working men and women.
